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IWA FELLOW NOMINATIONS
-QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS-
	Question:
	How can I submit the nomination?

	Answer:
	All nominations must be sent electronically by email to chloe.menhinick@iwahq.org.  All supporting files must be in the name of the nominee.  Any incomplete nominations will not be accepted for submission.

	
	

	Question:
	I understand that all Fellows must have had continuous membership to the IWA for at least 5 years. How can I verify this information?

	Answer:
	Please email members@iwahq.org if you need to confirm the membership status of your nominee.  Please note in the subject line: “Membership Status Enquiry for Fellow Nomination”

	
	

	Question:
	Can I nominate someone who is employed at one of your corporate members?

	Answer:
	Yes. Individuals serving as official Nominated representatives or other employees of our corporate members can be nominated for Fellow so long as the corporate member has been a member of the IWA for a continuous period of at least 5 years.

	
	

	Question:
	If there is a gap in my membership can I back pay the dues I missed so that I can qualify for Fellow nomination?

	Answer:
	No. No one is allowed to back-pay their dues.

	
	

	Question:
	Can someone who is not a member of the IWA nominate an IWA Member for Fellow?  Does the membership status of a nominator have any impact on the nominee’s chances of becoming a Fellow?

	Answer:
	Non-members may nominate an IWA member for Fellow.  The membership status of nominators has no impact on the chances of a nominee becoming a Fellow.

	
	

	Question:
	Can I nominate more than one person for Fellow?

	Answer:
	Individuals are limited to direct participation in at most two candidates' nominations per year. Direct participation includes serving as nominator or writing a letter of support. Thus, for example, an individual may write letters of support for two candidates, or serve as nominator for one candidate and write a support letter for another candidate. Indirect participation, through the encouragement of other to nominate people or to write supporting letters, is not limited, and indeed Fellows are encouraged to urge others to nominate potential Fellows.

	
	

	Question:
	What happens if I have made a mistake or omission in the nomination that I submitted to the IWA?  Will someone contact me to make the necessary corrections?  Will the corrections be accepted after the submission deadline?

	Answer:
	An IWA staff member previews each nomination submitted.  If errors or omissions are found the IWA staff member will contact the nominator and instruct them to make the necessary corrections before the submission deadline.  Corrections will not be accepted after the submission deadline.

	
	

	Question:
	Can the nominee assist with filling out the nomination form? Can other people besides the nominator listed on the nomination form assist with completing the nomination form?

	Answer:
	Yes.  If the nominator wishes, he/she may request assistance from others to ensure that all necessary documents, supporting letters etc are acquired.  Please remember, as the nominator, you should do a final check of the nomination process and all attachments before sending through the nomination.

	
	

	Question:
	Why does the nomination form require that I supply gender and employment sector data about the candidate? Does this information play any role in the committee’s decision when selecting the Fellows?

	Answer:
	The gender and employment sector data is used for statistical purposes only; it plays no role in the committee’s decision when selecting Fellows.  The committee does not select a specific ration of males vs. women or a specific number from each employment sector.  Each candidate is evaluation and selected based on individual merit.  

	
	

	Question:
	I lost/damaged my Fellows pin or certificate; how do I go about getting a new one?  Is there a charge for any of these items?

	Answer:
	Contact the IWA staff liaison listed on the Fellows Webpage and explain that you need a new one.  We will be happy to replace the item(s) free of charge.

	
	

	Question:
	Can I nominate myself to become an IWA Fellow?

	Answer:
	No, self-nominations are no accepted.  If you think you are eligible to become an IWA Fellow then encourage your peers to nominate you.
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
